A "Bolt-on castor set B" consists of:

@ 2 heavy-duty wheels (A)

@ 2 castor wheels (B)

When Doka stacking pallets are stacked, the
bottom pallet must NOT be one with a bolt-on
caster set mounted to it.

® When storing filled stacking pallets, make
sure that they are standing stably on the
ground, and are stacked correctly.
